The Partnership operates 
by enabling Partner 
agencies to work together 
successfully, brokering 
agreements. Partners 
remain accountable to their 
own governance 
arrangements, but report to 
the CYPSP Executive 
Group on multi-agency 
issues. 
 
The CYPSP Executive 
Group leads the work of the 
Partnership, and manages 
performance against the 
Children and Young

1. Childcare Sufficiency Assessment Report 

Every local authority has a duty to assess the sufficiency of childcare under 
Section 11 of the Childcare Act 2006.  The assessment must include 
analysis of the: 

• Demand for childcare 

• Supply of childcare 

• Any gaps between demand and supply 
      This document is in draft form and will go out for consultation with the final 
       report being published in April.

Spotlight on…… Joint Strategic Assessment of Need  for Children and Young People 

                                             and Families in Worcestershire 
 

The Children Act 2004 states that services for children, young people and families should focus on securing better 
outcomes for them. Organisations should work closely together to ensure that outcomes for children, young people and 
families in an area are improved.  As a result, Local Authorities and their partners are required to produce a Children 
and Young People’s Plan (CYPP) – a statutory, single and overarching plan for all services delivered to children, young 
people and their families. 
 
Through the delivery of such a plan for Worcestershire we want the children and young people in the County to have 
high aspirations, to reach their potential and enjoy  life to the full.  A CYPP should focus on the areas of life that most 
need improving for children, young people and their families, and consequently, a CYPP should be based on a needs 
assessment – a comprehensive and accurate assessment of what life is currently like for children, young peole and 
their families.  This prinicple is underpinned by the requirement for every local area to produce a Joint Strategic Needs 
Assessment (section 116 of the Local Governent and Involvement in Public Health Act 2007).   
 
This needs assessment is therefore the children and young people’s element of the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment.  
This needs analysis is the first stage of producing the new CYPP and the information that is presented in it will be used 
to help inform the priorities that will be contained in the new plan. The Needs Analysis is divided into sections: 
 
1. Introduction: providing background information and the reasons for re-writing the CYPP 
2. General Characteristics:The lives of children, young people and their families in Worcestershire are considered in 

the light of the geographic and socio-economic context of the county.  Worcestershire is a diverse county with a 
mixture of rural and urban areas. 

3. Children and Young People in Worcestershire are Healthy: Strategies and plans are in place to ensure that high 
quality health services are delivered and health needs of children and young people in the County are addressed. 

4. Children and Young People in Worcestershire Stay Safe: In general, Worcestershire performs well in respect of 
keeping children safe from maltreatment, neglect, violence and sexual exploitation, and action is being taken to 
ensure that there are fewer children and young people who are emotionally, physically or sexually abused and/or 
neglected. 

5. Children and Young People in Worcestershire Enjoy and Achieve:  Children and young people in Worcestershire 
attain at levels broadly in line with the national averages at Key Stages 1 to 4. Achievement is generally sound at 
all Key Stages 

6. Children and Young People in Worcestershire Make a Positive Contribution: Children, young people and families 
are encouraged to make a positive contribution through becoming involved in decisions that affect their lives. 

7. Children and Young People in Worcestershire Achieve Economic Well-being:  Young people in Worcestershire 
benefit from economic well-being because the percentage of young people aged 16-18 not in education, 
employment and training (NEET) is below the national average and is declining.
