What can you expect from us
· You will be allocated a named responsible adult who you can contact at any time if you have a problem

· We will give you feedback on your delivery so that you can improve and develop your skills

· When you have delivered a set of workshops, we will give you a certificate of achievement

· We will pay all your travel expenses. After you have delivered  one set of workshops you will be paid an honorarium of £40 for each workshop you subsequently deliver
What do you need to think about?

· Can you fit in being a facilitator and still do your school or college work?  

· Do you have any important exams coming up?

· If you are under 18, have you discussed this with your parents or carer and got their permission?
