Why Women?
• Women participate in less sport than men!

• Less than 40% of all women (8 million) are taking part in sport

• With just 13% (2.8 million) taking part on a regular basis

• Specific barriers, some practical, some emotional which prevent women participating in sport

Target groups:

1. Women in disadvantaged communities (the 20% most deprived lower super output areas in the country)
2. Women caring for children under 16

Sport England encourages projects / ideas which address the most prominent barriers within the two groups. Projects that hit both targets are looked upon favourably. For more information on the most prominent barriers to participation visit www.sportengland.org/funding

What types of projects are Sport England looking for? 
• Address the barriers to participation in one or both of the target groups
• Look at how to stimulate participation 
• Grow participation in sport (part of the GROW element of GROW-SUSTAIN-EXCEL) 

• Clear plan on how it will be sustained and how it will be replicable
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• Women

 (important to consider the needs of target group before the sport)
• Involve consultation (if possible)
• Range of strong local partnerships (sporting and non sporting organisations)
• Involve innovating with the traditional format of a sport to ensure it appeals to the particular target group

• Provide opportunities for training to empower participants to lead activities and sustain participation.

• Top 5 sports women would like to participate more in:
· Swimming, Cycling, Tennis, Athletics, Badminton

What this themed round will not fund
• Projects which don’t focus on either of the specified target groups.
• Capital expenditure in isolation (rather a good balance of revenue and capitol)
• Projects which don’t directly address barriers to participation
• Non recognised sports
• Projects which have no partnership funding

• Activity for pupils during curriculum time
• Existing revenue projects unless expanding in size
• General cost of a crèche or nursery nurse – however will cover these costs during delivery of the programme
• Recreational activity i.e. yoga, Pilates, bowls, archery, croquet, movement and dance (with the exception of dance exercise)
• Project starting before September 2010! Sport England will not fund retrospectively
What makes a good application?

• Addresses the priorities – not shoehorning projects into the theme
• Demonstrate how overcome barriers to participation
• Concise and tangible applications
• Strong evidence base 
• Impact on Sport England’s outcomes, reference to the Grow element of G-S-E)
• Ability to deliver, realistic, clear plan as to how data will be measured
• Sustainable 
• Costs – thought as to how the project will remain affordable
• Strong risk management 

• Confirmed partnership funding – Letter of support
• Complete application with all essential and relevant project specific documents attached *
• Clear marketing & communications plan (question on application)
Useful Information

• This theme round will be heavily oversubscribed, only 5% of applications made it to stage 2 in the previous themed round (Rural), so make sure your application really addresses barriers to participation in one or both of the target groups
• This funding stream can support a 3 year project starting from September 2010

• Be clear and concise, show impact and added value

• Make sure to read the guidance notes and consult with key partners. In the last themed round 70% of applications were either not completed correctly or were not eligible.
